From the Pope

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

In this Sunday's Gospel, we read that while the Lprd
passed through the streets of Jericho a blind man
called Bartimaeus cried awtbly to him, ""Jesus, Son
of David, have mercy on me!". This prayer moved
the heart of Jesus, who stopped, had him called pver
and healed him.

The decisive moment was the direct, persopal
encounter between the Lord and that suffering man.

They found each oth@ktET0 FACE: God with his desirg
to heal and the man with his desire to be healed; two
freedoms, two converging desire8Vhat do you
want me to do for youhe Lord asks him.Master, let

me receive my sight”, the blind man answero your way, your
faith has saved you".

With these words, the miracle was work&bd's joy
and the man's joyAnd Bartimaeus, who had come
into the light, as the Gospel narrates, "followed him
on the way"; that is, heecame a disciple of the Lord
and went up to Jerusalem with the Master to take part
with him in the great mystery of salvation.... Faith[is

a journey of illumination: it starts with thiaunility
of recogniging oneself asi needy of saluation and
arrives at the personal encounter wi@hrist, who
calls one to follow him on the way of love. On this
model the Church has formulated the itinerary |of
Christian initiation to prepare for Baptism,
Confirmation (or Chrism) and the Eucharist.
